The Rhetorical Question

question without a direct answer 

The author / speaker raises a question, but doesn't answer it directly as he/she sees the answer (usually Yes or No) as obvious.

Rhetorical questions are used to provoke, emphasize or argue.

Notice the use of this technique in “Growing in the Job” and “Aren’t all violent crimes ‘hate’ crimes?”
