Dear Grade 7 Students and Families of AISZ: 







Welcome to a new and exciting year in Science. My name is Dani DiPietro and I am your 7th grade science teacher for this school year. Grade 7 science reinforces students’ understanding of laboratory procedures and the scientific method. We will be studying a variety of topics including: the Nature of Science & Science Safety; Work, Force & Motion; Cells; Human Body Systems; Acids & Bases; Interactions with the Environment. Seventh grade science will also be working in the laboratory setting to hone skills learned in sixth grade science. 

Comments for Success:  

For me, in your class, quality means much more than quantity. I would like to see each of you trying on a daily basis.  Behave in a way that demonstrates RESPECT for the learning process and all members of the classroom community: yourself, other students and me. Finally, the way to achieve success in my classroom is to come to class with a ready-to-learn attitude and by being prepared. Let’s have fun in science, and let’s learn valuable information for a life-time of exploration.
Supplies: 

Students are expected to bring writing utensils, 1 spiral or bound A4 sized notebook–graph paper–for science ONLY, folder/binder for handouts for science ONLY, colored pencils, calculator, metric ruler and agenda to class daily. 

Assessment: 


Tests, quizzes, projects & lab reports = 60%


Homework, class work = 25%


Participation, effort = 15%

Homework: 

On average, students should spend around 60 minutes per week doing science homework. From time to time, projects and test studying may increase this, however if you are regularly doing more than an hour and fifteen minutes, please let me know. Academics are important, but so are extra-curriculars, family & friend time, and ‘down-time’. 

Late policy for Assignments: 

*Students are expected to complete and hand in homework and assignments on time; this means at the beginning of a class. Late homework assignments will not be accepted. Students will be allowed one missed assignment for homework (no projects, tests, quizzes or labs) per semester, without penalty. 

*Lab reports and projects are major components of science. If large-scale assignments such as these are not turned in when due, the overall grade on the assignment will drop by10% each weekday after the due date whether you have science or not!

Lateness to Class:
If a student comes late to class, it will be marked as a tardy. If a student has three tardies in a quarter, they must serve a lunchtime detention and send an e-mail home to their parents explaining why they earned this detention. For each tardy after the three initial ones per quarter, they will serve a lunchtime detention. Every quarter this policy will begin anew. This will be a Middle School wide policy.
