Supplies:

Quiz, projects = 60%

Homework: 

On average, students should spend around 60 minutes per week doing wellness homework. From time to time, projects may increase this, however if you are regularly doing more than an hour, please let me know. Academics are important, but so are extra-curriculars, family & friend time, and ‘down-time’. 

Quiz: 

We will have one quiz this quarter, so make sure you study for it when it is announced.
Late policy for Assignments: 

*Students are expected to complete and hand in homework and assignments on time; this means at the beginning of a class. Late homework assignments will not be accepted. Students will be allowed one missed assignment for homework (no projects), without penalty. 

*Projects are the major components of wellness. If projects are not turned in when due, the overall grade on the assignment will drop by10% each weekday after the due date whether you have wellness or not!

Lateness to Class:

If a student comes late to class, it will be marked as a tardy. If a student has three tardys in the quarter, they must serve a lunchtime detention and send an e-mail home to their parents explaining why they earned this detention. For each tardy after the three initial ones per quarter, they will serve a lunchtime detention. Every quarter this policy will begin anew.
