Illegal Drugs and Glogster
You will be using the next two classes of Wellness to create a glog that explains an illegal drug of your choice. Below are the requirements for the content of the glog, but as for creativity, appeal and interest, that comes from you! This glog will be due Monday, November 15th, 2010! You will be sharing what you created with the rest of the class and they, as well as I will grade your final glog. Good luck and have fun!
Directions:

a. Choose your Illegal Drug from the list on the back of this page.
b. Look through the information at the DEA website (http://www.justice.gov/dea/concern/concern.htm) and then do some further research at other websites concerning your chosen illegal drug. When choosing illustrations and/or pictures please use your best judgment about what is appropriate and what is not appropriate for a Middle School audience. 
c. Make sure you have researched information for the following aspects of your chosen illegal drug:

a. What is the drug you have chosen? What type of drug is this? (Stimulant, Depressant, Inhalant, etc)
b. Basic history of the drug
c. What are some of the street names of this drug?
d. How does the drug enter the body? How is it used?

e. What are the effects from the drug? (short term, long term)
f. Is it addictive? Why?

g. What treatments are needed when addicted?
h. Other relevant and interesting facts – statistics, case study
d. Create your glog using glogster.com. It must contain the above research, plus you must include at least three pictures concerning your illegal drug. Keep in mind colors and creativity as you are designing/creating this brochure. Also spellcheck your work!!!!
e. You need to email me a document listing correct APA bibliography information for what you used. Links can be found on moodle for websites that will help you create this bibliography. Also, please use Creative Commons for pictures that are acceptable legally!
f. Save your Glog on glogster, with all of the requirements met, by 13:30 on Monday, November 15th. You need to tag your glog with your first name, name of the drug, wellness and need to save it as your first name only. The address they provide for your glog should be emailed to me along with the bibliography. You will NOT have this class to finish your glog, it MUST be done before you come into class. 

The rubric of how this project will be graded is below. Keep in mind that projects make up the largest section of your grade in Wellness. Use your time wisely and produce a creative/interesting glog on the illegal drug you choose.
