Flour Babies
You are receiving a 5 kg bag of flour which is to represent a “Flour Baby”! You will need to keep this “baby” with you at all times from Monday, December 6th until Tuesday, December 14th!  Rules are stated below!

Rules – 

1. You must keep your baby with you at all times from December 6th, 2010 until December 14th, 2010 Science class!

2. You may hire a baby sitter for a maximum of 3 hours a day. You MUST pay that babysitter 1 kuna for their services!(Unless they offer to babysit for free!)
3. During school hours you may NOT hire a babysitter!

4. You are required to keep a journal of how your days with your baby went. Include feelings, good things that happened, bad things that happened, etc. I will expect this to be written in a notebook or on a google document EVERYDAY of this experience. It should be at least 5 sentences long per entry. It can be more if you wish. This journal will be turned in and graded at the end of the assignment.  You must have 8 entries in this journal for it to be complete. Think & write about feelings, things that went well, things that were difficult that happened throughout the day. You are welcome to write this creatively or not.
5. Your journal entries will be reviewed as well by Ms. D. If it is on a Google Doc – please give me access. If you are writing it in a journal, please bring it to homeroom or Science class. I will do random checks to see if you are keeping up with your entries.
6. During classes you may not let your baby get in the way of what you are doing! In other words, don’t play with babies during other classes unless the teacher allows it!

7. You must have your parent(s) sign the space on the provided, per day, to acknowledge that you have brought the baby home and cared for it then.

8. You must have me (Ms. D.) sign the space on the provided sheet, 1st thing in the morning every day, to show you have brought the baby to school in good condition. If you are absent, bring it to Ms. D. the day you return and she will fill in for dates you were absent. Parents need to sign on dates you are absent from school as well.
9. You need to report any mistreatment of babies to Ms. D. – whether your own or others. Leaving a baby in a locker during class is considered mistreatment! If babies are found by an adult without supervision, that adult may “kidnap” the baby.
10. At beginning of certain classes we will be massing the babies to see if they have lost any mass during your care. This is to ensure they are not losing “flour”. This mass is to be recorded on the provided sheet. They may not have more than ±0.1 kg added to their mass – use duct tape wisely.
11. On the last day of this experience (Tuesday, December 14th) you will be writing an evaluation of this parenting process.  

12. This form must be signed by your parent the night of Monday, December 6th  to show you have involved your parent and they agree to the signing off everyday of your “Flour Baby” making it home

13. This form must be brought to class, Ms. D. and your parents everyday for signatures- so don’t lose it! If you lose it, you lose points on this activity.
I understand that this piece of paper must be signed daily to prove my son/daughter has brought their flour “child” home and cared for it.
