· You should have two well written paragraphs for each picture you choose. In the first one you should write about the “science” aspects of the picture. This might just be a scientific explanation of the picture from your perspective and past knowledge. Or this might mean that you click on some of the hyperlinked words in the paragraphs and explain what you are looking at in some depth.  This is NOT where you put in opinions or thoughts; “just the scientific facts” go here. Please do not cut-and-paste information; that is plagiarism!
· In the second paragraph I would like you to explain why you chose this picture.  This could be because you liked it the best or it reminded you of something, but please make this a clear explanation.  Minimum three sentences.
· You may use pictures from the months of August, September, October, November, December from 2010 and January, February or March 2011..
