How it got its name?

· Before it was given an official name, it was called Santa because it was discovered around Christmas time. 
· Scientifically it was called 2003 EL61 and 136108.
· Michael E. Brown’s team discovered Haumea first, in 2004, and J. L Ortiz’s team discovered Haumea in 2005. 

· It was named after the Hawaiian goddess of fertility and childbirth. The goddess represents stone and from observations the dwarf planet Haumea is known to be made of rock completely.

· The symbol of Haumea is a simplification of Hawaiian petro glyphs of “woman” and “childbirth”.
