For this assignment you need to choose a constellation of your choice (the list for them is provided on the back of this sheet).  Please follow the guidelines below to get full credit for this assignment!  People in this class will be reading through your project on the computer and will be learning from and assessing your work! The final product needs to be finished and in the \\Server\student public folder\Gr. 8\Science Constellation Projects folder by Thursday, May 26th at 8am! 
What do you need to cover: 
· E-mail me your constellation choice: dani.dipietro@aisz.hr 

· Name, Hemisphere & Months Constellation is mainly visible – could be both and all year depending on your choice (general location)
· How the constellation got its name – myth and/or scientific (please give story!)
· What the constellation looks like - imported from a website (cut & paste a picture – Remember – clearer and labeled is better!!!!)
· 3-5 of the most important stars in the constellation (names, stories, colors, age, magnitude, etc.)
· ANY Deep Sky Objects found in the constellation – names and what they are (If there are none, please write that! If there are many, talk with me!)
· Two other interesting aspects of your constellation not given above
What you need to do: 
· Research done in bullet form that covers what you researched –done in as a word document – a small computer picture should be included on this document
· Bibliography of sources, following the APA format – this should be the last part of your bulleted work! Look on Moodle for sites to help with this!
