Directions:
Part 1: The Model
Use everyday objects to create a representative model of an animal cell or a plant cell. For each organelle, you should choose objects that symbolize or represent the organelle’s function. Make sure your finished model is labelled and contains all of the appropriate organelles.

Part 2: The Table
