1. A lyric poem of some length, usually of a serious or meditative nature and having an elevated style and formal stanzaic structure.

a. A choric song of classical Greece, often accompanied by a dance and performed at a public festival or as part of a drama.

b. A classical Greek poem modeled on the choric ode and usually having a three-part structure consisting of a strophe, an antistrophe, and an epode.

Synesthesia is a neurological condition where the areas of the brain which identify smell, touch, colour, taste and sound become linked in some way, meaning that, among other bizarre symptoms, someone with synesthesia can see colours when they taste food or hear music.

The term synesthesia, however, is often used to describe any instance when senses become mixed up. In literature, this could mean the use of odd collocations which are not normally associated; for example, instead of saying "the pie tasted warm and fresh," you would say "the pie tasted like sunlight." We can also find examples of synesthesia in many commonly used phrases.

A simple example is "cool colours." This is considered synesthesia because the adjective "cool" is normally associated with temperature, whereas colours are visual. Simply stating that a colour represents a degree of temperature would be absurd, and yet "cool" and "warm" are commonly used to describe colours when decorating a house, for example.

OXYMORON is derived from two Greek words opposed in meaning, oxus 'sharp' and moros 'dull' or 'stupid'. It is a figure of speech in which two words of opposite meaning are brought together for special effect

An allusion is a figure of speech that makes a reference to, or representation of, a place, event, literary work, myth, or work of art, either directly or by implication.

Literal and figurative language is a distinction in traditional systems for analyzing language. Literal language refers to words that do not deviate from their defined meaning. Figurative language refers to words, and groups of words, that exaggerate or alter the usual meanings of the component words. Figurative language may involve analogy to similar concepts or other contexts, and may involve exaggerations.These alterations result in figures of speech.

 (Denotative and Connotative) In traditional analysis, words in literal expressions denote what they mean according to common or dictionary usage, while the words in figurative expressions connote—they add layers of meaning.
