(main focus of the discipline area for the entire year)
	     The main goal of the world languages program is to help students develop the ability to communicate with speakers of another language. To achieve this goal, students need to use the language in a variety of real life, meaningful and culturally accurate situations designed to promote relevant communication.

     The Grade 5 French program follows a spiral/sequential curriculum which leads to the development of communicative proficiency in French. The program is designed for students with prior experience in the target language or with little or no prior experience. The program lays a foundation for further language study in upcoming grades

     Reading and writing are incorporated as an extension of oral communication. Students communicate through basic words and short phrases within a context and begin to combine words and phrases to exchange information about everyday topics.

• Understand and use phrases and high-frequency vocabulary related to areas of most immediate personal relevance (e.g. home, school) 

• Use simple phrases and sentences to describe areas of most immediate personal relevance (e.g. members of the family, pet)

• Understand and ask questions about daily activities and classroom routines (e.g. May I drink some water?)

• Understand and make simple requests for peers to follow (e.g. Stand up.  Close the door.)

• Ask and answer simple questions about likes and dislikes 

• understand, ask, and respond to simple questions to gain information (e.g. What is your name?  How old are you?)

• Answer simple questions concerning essential elements of a story (e.g.  Who?  Where? When?)

• Recite rhymes, sing and perform songs (e.g. group presentation for another class) 

• View and listen to various forms of media and name the key vocabulary by using visual cues and verbal prompts.

 Written Comprehension and Written Expression
• Read and understand familiar words and simples phrases written in various formats (e.g. classroom chart, poster, post-card, e-mails)

• Read and understand the main points from a short written passage (e.g. five to seven sentences of information about a family member)

• Read and understand words about familiar objects or people 
(e.g. school supplies, family member )

• Read and follow simple directions (e.g. Directions to get from one place on a map to another)
• Write a simple, short text using familiar words (e.g.  writing a paragraph  sentences describing likes and dislikes about leisure activities)

• Identify cognates, sentence and grammatical structures (e.g. gender, word order, regular and irregular verbs), and compare them to similar structures in English / their native language.
