Welcome to a new and exciting quarter in Wellness. My name is Dani DiPietro and I am your 6th grade wellness teacher for this school year. Grade 6 Wellness will be studying a variety of topics including: health & Wellness – what it is & what affects it; Making Good Decisions; Stress & Conflict – management and coping; and Puberty.

Supplies: 

Students are expected to bring writing utensils, 1 spiral or bound A4 sized notebook–graph or lined paper–for Wellness (can be same as Science), folder/binder for handouts for Wellness, colored pencils, and agenda to class daily. 
Assessment: 


Quizzes, projects = 60%


Homework, class work = 20%


Participation, effort = 20%

Homework: 

On average, students should spend around 45 minutes per week doing Wellness homework. From time to time, projects may increase this, however if you are regularly doing more than an hour, please let me know. Academics are important, but so are extra-curriculars, family & friend time, and ‘down-time’. 

Late policy: 

*Students are expected to complete and hand in homework and assignments on time; this means at the beginning of a class. Late homework assignments will not be accepted. Students will be allowed one missed assignment for homework (no projects or quizzes) during the quarter, without penalty. 
*Projects are major component of wellness. If these are not turned in when due, the overall grade on the assignment will drop by 10% each weekday after the due date whether you have wellness or not!
Grading Scale:  

Students will be given a grade based on an A-F scale as explained in the Family Handbook.
